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Arrangement of course teaching materials
(1) Guided reading and appreciation of ancient and modern literatures
that express affection.
(2) Exploration and discussion towards life lessons from philosophers
of the past Chinese culture.
2. Core caring in teaching
(1) True feeling and meaning of time: Extract data beneficial to life
exploration from the classics, learn to use own life experience as the
foundation, and comprehend the classics using life-oriented vision,
thereby further endow the classics with the contemporary meaning.
(2) Horizon and pattern: taking caring for others (cultural society,
natural environment, and other lives) as the start, cultivate the
heart for Intersubjectivity between oneself and the others, open up
the bosom, expand the meaning of life to act as the guide for life.
3. Drafting of course theme - using classical scriptures as the
source, and topics of modern writings as the flow.
For instance:
(1) taking exploring the classical lines of “making a resolution” ,
“pursuing principles” and “aspiring to learn” as the preface, then
go ahead with the value thinking regarding “I have decided to---” .
(2) Taking exploring the scripture of “Praying for Peace of Mind” as
reference, think about the topic of the approach for “get back into
work mode”
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
