The key issues of corporate governance
include: the governance structure of corporations, the legal
obligations of directors, board organization, board selection, the
mystique of board meetings, CEO succession planning, selection and
performance appraisal, CEO compensation, the board-management
relationship, the functions and accountability of supervisors,
financial disclosure and transparency.
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
