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This intermedia course focus on daily life conversation in Chinese,
and aims to reinforce the interaction ability in Chinese. After
finishing this course, students will learn more vocabulary and
equipped with verbal skill related to the daily life and school life.
Moreover, students will be able to use simple Chinese to take care
personal affairs in daily life and express personal opinion and
thought. This course includes topic related to asking direction,
transportation, study, job and interpersonal relationship.
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Students have completed the first volume of A course in Contemporary

Chinese.
Students must equipe with basic Chinese listening, speaking, reading

and writing skills.
Students will be required to recognize and read Chinese characters.
