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The purpose of this course is to teach students how to read, listen to
or watch sports news reports so as to improve their English reading
and listening abilities, get familiar with sports terminology and
rules, update information about international sports, and bring
entertainment into their tedious college life. Since a majority of
English-speaking people love sports, sports is an important part of
their life, their daily conversations are often centered around
sports, and even serious writing in political news, business journals,
and other social sciences abound with sports terminology and
metaphors, reading or listening to sports news will certainly benefit
their learning and help them understand the culture of English
speaking countries. I[f students form a habit to keep themselves
updated with sports news and they can talk about sports in English,
they will find it very easy to talk to foreigners and make friends
with them once they work in global work places or go to international
conferences.
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
