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This course introduces bonds as well as bond-related derivatives,
accompanied by relevant case studies. Since bond transactions
typically involve large amounts, they are primarily investment tools
for financial institutions such as insurance companies, making them
less accessible to individual investors. However, for individual
investors, bonds have become increasingly accessible through various
investment channels, such as bond mutual funds, bond ETFs, and
derivative products like convertible bonds and structured bonds. This
course 1s designed for both finance and non-finance students. For the
former, bond-related knowledge may be directly applicable in their
future careers. For the latter, we hope to equip them with practical
knowledge that will be useful in making personal investment decisions
in the future.
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
