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"Special Topics on Industrial Management” will help the student to
integrate what he/she has learned in undergraduate courses to solve a
real world problem. On the way, student will spend one year to make
research topic, data integration, case study, writing, and how to
publish. Besides solving a particular problem, the student will ‘
acquire many skills, including communication, professional industrial
management, and capability of problem solving. This experience will
enhance the skills of report writing, documentation and presentation.
In final, the result of project can be useful for applying a job or
graduate program study.
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
