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The course aims to cultivate students’ teamwork and practical skills.
After forming teams, students will select a faculty advisor and choose
a research topic related to the advisor s expertise, which may
include fields such as finance, technology management, industrial
management, business management, or information management. Based on
the selected topic, students will conduct in-depth research and
consult industry experts to gain professional insights. Finally,
students will summarize and showcase their research findings and
learning outcomes through a written report and participation in a
project competition.
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
