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This course aims to introduce students the concepts, theories, tools
and insights necessary to 1) understand the development of social
innovation; 2) to explore the practical cases of social innovation and
social entrepreneurship worldwide; and 3) to propose and design
innovative and sustainable initiatives or enterprises for social good.
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
