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This course will explore the theory of constructivism through the
perspectives of psychology, philosophy and sociology. The course
content will cover: the theory of constructivism, ‘
the principles of constructivism, constructivist learning
environments, conceptual change and the debates of constructivism.
This course will also address how to use constructivism in teaching
practice, such as the practice of science education and e-learning.
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
